Course description:

Illustration is an intermediate art course which focuses on creating art with a message.  The elements of art, principles of design, and all skills acquired in previous art courses will be reinforced.  Additionally, new techniques will be explored and a variety of mixed media will be introduced.  Illustration combines personal expression with pictorial representation to give an artist a unique voice. The illustrator’s art is the visual language by which a person communicates on a daily basis.
